It is up to each club to decide where to put up their display; displays can put it up in each club’s community, or in another community. Remember to put it where it can get the most exposure to the public. Also remember, you will have to get permission from a business owner to use their space.

The displays are to be set up before Sunday, October 2, 2016 and remain up through Saturday, October 10, 2016.  The judging will take place during that week, so it is very important to leave your display up the entire time.

Effective Message: 50pts – (caption or title) Tell the 4-H story, short, catchy, appropriate, well-worded to cover the subject.  Carries out the theme you choose.

Draws attention: 25pts – Originality and attention getter that reinforces the main idea.  Motion, lights, design and color.

Presents Pleasing Appearance: 20pts – Efficient use of available space without clutter, decorative and effective.

Tells Where Further Information is Available: 5pts – Local 4-H club leader or University of California Cooperative Extension Office.
